Mae’r llwybr yn agos at 
glogwyni a llethrau ar hyd yr arfordir. Gwisgwch ddillad ac 
esgidiau sy’n addas ar gyfer yr amodau a’r tymor.

Lluniaeth: Mae cyfleusterau lluniaeth ym Mae Langland 
a Bae Caswell.  

Amwynderau: Bae Langland – toiledau cyhoeddus sy’n 
hygyrch gan ddefnyddio allwedd RADAR, cawod awyr 
agored. Bae Caswell – toiledau cyhoeddus sy’n hygyrch 
gan ddefnyddio allwedd RADAR, cyfleusterau newid 
babanod neillryw, lleoedd newid, cawod awyr agored. 
Ar agor ac ar gael am ddim o 09:00 i 19:00 yn ystod yr 
haf a 09:00 i 17:00 yn ystod y gaeaf.  

 Cerddwch yn ôl ar hyd llwybr y bws am ychydig 
 lathenni nes i chi gyrraedd Caswell Road. Trowch 
 i’r chwith ac ar ôl ychydig lathenni trowch i’r dde 
 ar hyd Hillgrove (ffordd breifat ond llwybr troed 
 cyhoeddus). 

	 Dilynwch Hillgrove nes i chi gyrraedd diwedd y ffordd 
 a bydd yn troi’n llwybr troed sy’n croesi’r cwrs golff.

	 Dilynwch y llwybr tuag at y môr lle byddwch yn 
 gweld grisiau’n arwain i lawr at lwybr yr arfordir. 
 Cerddwch yn ofalus i lawr y grisiau a throwch i’r 
 chwith ar hyd llwybr yr arfordir. Dilynwch y llwybr 
 hwn nes i chi gyrraedd Bae Langland.

 Cerddwch heibio’r cytiau traeth a throwch i’r chwith 
 ar ôl i chi gyrraedd Langland’s Brasserie. Trowch i’r 
 chwith unwaith eto ar Langland Bay Road a 
 cherddwch tuag at Glwb Golff Langland.

 Cyn y clwb, trowch i’r dde heibio’r arwydd ‘dim 
 mynediad’ a dilynwch y llwybr cul ar draws
 y cwrs golff, ac yna ochr yn ochr ag ef (neu gerllaw). 

 Yna, byddwch yn cyrraedd llwybr. Croeswch y llwybr 
 a dringwch y grisiau i gyrraedd y llwybr uwch ac yna 
 dychwelwch i Hillgrove, y ffordd roeddech wedi ei 
 dilyn yn gynharach. 

 Trowch i’r dde a dilynwch y llwybr, gan gerdded yn ôl 
 i Caswell Road. Trowch i’r chwith ac yna i’r dde 
  i ddychwelyd i’r safle bysus.

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WALKING BY BUS 

Caswell and 
Langland 

SHORT WALKS LINKED 
TO BUS ROUTES

  

Start & Finish: Bus stop on Caswell Road opposite 
Caswell Drive, Newton.

Distance/time: About 2 miles (3.2 km), 
1 – 2 hours.

Terrain: Surface varies from hard and smooth, to 
soft and uneven earth. There are steps but no stiles.

Safety: The route crosses the golf course – beware 
of airborne golf balls! The path runs close to cliffs 
and slopes along coast. Wear appropriate clothing 
and footwear for the conditions and season.

Refreshments: Refreshments at Langland Bay 
and Caswell Bay. 

Amenities: Langland Bay – RADAR accessible 
public toilets, outdoor shower. Caswell Bay – 
RADAR accessible public toilets, unisex baby 
change, changing places, outdoor shower. Both 
free to use and open 09:00 – 19:00 in summer, 
09:00 – 17:00 in winter. 

 Walk back the way you arrived on the bus for a 
 few yards onto Caswell Road. Turn left and 
 after a few yards turn right along Hillgrove 
 (private road, but public footpath).

	 Follow Hillgrove until the road ends and it 
 becomes a footpath across the golf course.

	 Follow the path towards the ocean where you 
 will see some steps leading down to the coast 
 path. Carefully walk down the steps and turn 
 left along the coast path, following this until 
 Langland Bay.

 Walk past a few beach huts and turn left after 
 Langland’s Brasserie. Turn left again on Langland 
 Bay Road and walk towards Langland Golf Club.

 Before the clubhouse, turn right past the ‘no 
 entry’ sign and follow the narrow path across 
 and then alongside (or adjacent to) the 
 golf course. 

 Here you will emerge onto a track. Cross over 
 the track and up the steps onto the higher 
 track, and back onto Hillgrove, the road you 
 followed earlier. 

 Turn right and follow the track, retracing your 
 steps back to Caswell Road. Turn left then right 
 to return to the bus stop.
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Why not leave the car at home? Hop on the bus and 
help reduce your carbon footprint! Let someone else 
take the wheel while you take in the beautiful views.

l	Choughs, skylarks, peregrines and buzzards  
 can all be seen along this walk.
l	Bloomin’ beautiful: come and see stunning   
 wildflowers like gorse, thrift and red and white  
 campions in Spring.
